--  SBIR Program Extension Announced
The SBIR Program has been extended temporarily through July 31, 2009.  The NIH posted the announcement below on their SBIR/STTR website (http://grants.nih.gov/grants/funding/sbir.htm) on March 18, 2009:

House Votes to Reauthorizes Small Business Programs by Kathryn A. Wolfe, CQ Staff

The House Tuesday passed a bill to extend certain expiring small business programs through July 31.

Passed by voice vote, the bill (HR 1541) would reauthorize several Small Business Administration programs set to expire at the end of the week, including the Small Business Innovation Research program, which seeks to involve small high-tech businesses in federal research activities and help commercialize cutting-edge high-tech research.

Nydia M. Velazquez, D-N.Y., chairwoman of the House Small Business Committee, said the extension will give lawmakers time to work on a more extensive overhaul of SBA programs.

“Extending these programs is important but we must not lose sight of a larger goal. Later this Congress we will pass legislation to modernize the SBA and change the agency’s culture. In these difficult economic times we will need an SBA that can respond effectively. This will require extensive reforms,” she said.

David Wu, chairman of the House Science and Technology Subcommittee on Technology and Innovation, said the research program and others need an update.

“Moving forward if we are to continue realizing the full value of SBIR we must authorize them with changes that reflect the evolving innovation environment. It must be an innovation program as well as a jobs and small business program,” Wu said. 

He noted that in particular lawmakers must find a way to resolve an issue that, in part, led to problems passing a standalone reauthorization last year: to what extent venture capital-backed high-tech firms should be able to participate in grant awards. 

Small businesses not backed by venture capital have argued that allowing them access to grants would crowd out the very startup businesses the grant programs are intended to help flourish.

Beyond SBIR, the extension would reauthorize all SBA programs set to expire at the end of the week, including:

the Federal and State Technology Partnership Program; 

the SBA’s gift acceptance and co-sponsorship authority; 

the Paul D. Coverdell Drug-Free Workplace Program; 

the HUBZone Program; and 

the National Women’s Business Council.

SBIR Proposal Writing Basics:  Benefiting from the Economic Stimulus Bill & Getting More F&A on Your NIH Phase 2

Lots of important things happening in the SBIR/STTR world, so wanted to provide some information and suggestions on two topics this month.

Benefiting from the Stimulus Bill

As you know, Congress recently passed the huge economic stimulus bill that (among a lot of other things) pumps a lot of additional money into the SBIR/STTR agencies (except at NIH, which worked to exempt its additional dollars from SBIR/STTR, a sore point with many of us). This money has to be used “promptly” by the agencies, but they have to deal with Federal procurement regulations that will slow down that process. 

But, if you are a Phase 2 SBIR/STTR award recipient, you can help out:  having gone through competition to win your Phase 1 and then Phase 2 grant or contract, the Federal government can now award you subsequent funds on the same project as a sole source contract or grant—meaning no competition, no RFP, no evaluation of proposals, or, in other words, QUICKLY.  So if you have a Phase 2 project that would benefit greatly from supplemental R&D funds, or from funds to move into Phase 3 commercialization, you need to be talking with your agency reps about getting some of the Stimulus money to “get er done.”  We recommend you think about what you could do with additional funds and how much you might need, then get the agency’s technical rep on your project to buy in, and then the two of you can jointly approach the contracts/grants administrator to see if there is a means of accomplishing this through the agency’s additional Stimulus money.

NIH Willing to Give for F&A on Phase 2 Grants

For years, National Institutes of Health (NIH) have placed arbitrary caps on how much newcomers can get to cover indirect (or F&A) costs on their SBIR and STTR grants.  The cap has been 40% of direct costs for Phase 1s and 25% of direct costs on Phase 2s.  Unless you had a negotiated rate with some Federal agency higher than 40%, you were stuck at that cap on Phase 1.  However, the newbie Phase 2 cap of 25% could be exceeded by negotiating with NIH for a higher amount.  

Recently, NIH became backlogged in these negotiations which severely delayed Phase 2 awards (we are aware of situations involving a six month or longer negotiation period, which was in addition to the time required for NIH to receive, review, and decide to award the Phase 2 itself).  The reason was simple:  25% didn’t come close to the actual and legitimate indirect/F&A costs of most small businesses, and these newcomers (again, this cap only applies to firms that have not negotiated an indirect/F&A rate with any Federal agency--if you have, then you can use that rate on your NIH cost proposal) wisely were unwilling to lose hundreds of thousands of dollars on a Phase 2 grant by just accepting the 25% cap.  

Fortunately, NIH has seen the problem and has taken an important step towards solving it. Therefore, newbie Phase 2 grant applicants are now able to request up to 40% indirect/F&A rate, as a percentage of all direct costs, without requiring any negotiation.  This should reduce the backlog of Phase 2 grants where negotiation required.

Take careful note of what we are saying here:  we are not saying that a 40% rate necessarily covers your indirect/F&A costs.  If your indirect costs are significantly higher, and you are a newcomer, you may still want to negotiate for that higher rate on a Phase 2 NIH grant.  Many legitimate small businesses have much higher indirect/F&A rates than this 40%, and if they are newbies they should continue to ask for a negotiation with NIH. 

But we know that some newbie NIH Phase 2 applicants simply accepted the 25% maximum that NIH used to allow, and so we expect even more will now accept the new 40% cap and not ask for a negotiation. Those newbie companies that do ask to negotiate hopefully can get through that process quicker because fewer negotiations are being requested.  

If you don’t know whether the new 40% Phase 2 rate will cover your indirect/F&A costs, then you have some homework to do, namely to estimate your company’s indirect/F&A rate.  We will teach you how to do this if you participate in one of the SBIR/STTR cost proposal/accounting workshops we offer (see the training portion of this Alerting Service for a list of where they are being offered), get help from a CPA (make sure he/she knows government accounting and NIH, which is not true of all accountants), or look on line for as much guidance as you can find on the subject (NIH, National Science Foundation, and other SBIR/STTR agencies try to help).  

Finally, make sure you understand that the 40% indirect/F&A rate is (a) a cap only at NIH, not at the other 10 SBIR and 4 STTR agencies, (b) a percentage of ALL DIRECT COSTS, not just direct labor, and (c)  not a cap on SBIR/STTR applicants who have a recently negotiated indirectF&A rate with ANY Federal agency.
