--  DHS-DNDO SBIR FY08 Phase 8.1 Solicitation Deadline Reminder
The deadline for receipt of proposals in response to the Department of Homeland Security (DHS) Domestic Nuclear Detection Office (DNDO) FY08 Phase 8.1 solicitation is July 16, 2008, 12:00 noon (Eastern Time).  
Each proposal must be submitted to www.fedconnect.net, and as indicated in section 6.3, “complete submission means that the entire proposal (including the following three (3) parts: cover sheets, technical proposal, and cost proposal) has been properly completed and fully transmitted to the DHS/DNDO submission web site and electronically date stamped.  The solicitation deadline is firm.  As the close date draws near, heavy traffic on the web server may cause delays.  Plan ahead and leave ample time to prepare and submit your proposal.  Offerors bear the risk of web site inaccessibility due to heavy usage in the final hours before the solicitation closing time.”

--  USDA FY 2009 Phase I SBIR Solicitation and SBIR Impact

The United States Department of Agriculture (USDA) FY 2009 Phase I SBIR Solicitation was released on June 27, 2008.  The Request for Application is available on the USDA CREES SBIR website (http://www.csrees.usda.gov/funding/sbir/sbir.html) in both MS Word and PDF file formats.  The closing date for proposals is September 4, 2008.

--  NASA 2008 Phase 1 SBIR/STTR Solicitation Released
The National Aeronautics and Space Administration (NASA) released their combined 2008 Phase 1 SBIR and STTR program solicitation on July7, 2008.  The solicitation can be viewed in html format on the NASA SBIR/STTR home page at http://sbir.nasa.gov/, or they can be downloaded in the following formats: MS Word (doc or rtf), Adobe PDF, or Text (txt).  The deadline for receipt of proposals is September 4, 2008.
Note that while the solicitation documents are combined, the review, selection and award processes will be conducted separately for each program. Proposals must be submitted as either an SBIR or an STTR proposal and will only be considered for award under one program.
NASA anticipates awarding approximately 250 SBIR proposals and 30 STTR proposals up to $100,000 each.  NASA also anticipates that approximately 45 percent of the successfully completed Phase 1 projects from the SBIR and STTR 2008 Solicitation will be selected for Phase 2 awards of up to $600,000.

The Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) recently released a notice concerning linkages between current EPA technology needs and the topics in the National Science Foundation (NSF) SBIR Phase I Solicitation.  A portion of this announcement appears below:

The Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) SBIR Phase I Solicitation is now closed and the next SBIR solicitation will open in March 2009. However, there are nearer term opportunities for SBIR funding of environmental technologies in the National Science Foundation (NSF) SBIR Phase I Solicitation closing on December 4, 2008. Nearly all of EPA’s technology needs have significant synergy with this NSF Solicitation. EPA technology needs are described in the last Phase I Solicitation which is still available on the EPA SBIR Website (www.epa.gov/ncer/sbir).

There are linkages between EPA needs and NSF SBIR Topics. EPA technology needs that are covered in the current NSF solicitation include: Innovation in Manufacturing, Nanotechnology, Green Buildings, Drinking Water, Water and Wastewater, Air Pollution, Vehicle Emissions, Biofuels, Waste Management, Monitoring and Remote Sensing and Homeland Security.

In many cases EPA technology needs do not correspond exactly to NSF Topics but almost all EPA needs can find a corresponding NSF Topic. NSF Topics are very broad and include the descriptive phrase “technologies include but are not limited to …” to allow small businesses to submit proposals that stimulate technological innovation. Most environmental technologies are in the NSF Topic, BIOTECH AND CHEMICAL TECHNOLOGIES (BC). There are also a few environmental technologies in the Electronics, Components and Engineering Systems (EL) topic. Environmental technologies in the BC Topic include: Agricultural Biotechnology, Environmental Biotechnology including water and wastewater treatment, Real World Sensors and Biosensors, Environmental Technologies, Bioenergy Technologies, BioBased Materials, Manufacturing Innovation in Biotechnology, Energy Transportation and Fuels, Materials for Sustainability, and Manufacturing Innovation in Chemical Technology.
